What is AmeriCorps? AmeriCorps*State grants support a broad range of local service programs that 

engage thousands of Americans in intensive service to meet critical community needs. 

What Gets Done! Through the Georgia Department of Community Affairs, the Georgia Commission for 

Service and Volunteerism is providing competitive grants to non-profits such as the United Way, to 

Georgia colleges and universities, and to local police departments or governments to solve urgent local 

problems. Some of the ways Georgia AmeriCorps programs help ~

Education – tutoring more than 4,000 students who are failing in school.

Access to Health Care – connecting uninsured people with medical resources through 

non-profit community clinics by recruiting doctors, nurses, dentists and other health care professionals 

as volunteers to care for them.

People with Disabilities – helping people with disabilities become self-sufficient and 

productive in their communities.

Environmental Education – teaching 40,000 plus Georgia students about endangered 

species preservation and recycling.

Why AmeriCorps? Local communities identify critical needs and use AmeriCorps grants as a cost-

effective way to meet them through programming that works at the grass-roots level and is focused on 

getting measurable results.

AmeriCorps programs offer Georgians structured opportunities to serve their communities and their 

country, to gain valuable leadership experience while fulfilling a commitment to make things better.

The annual investment local organizations make in their AmeriCorps programs multiplies the 

power of the federal grant. AmeriCorps programs funded by the Georgia Commission in 2010-

2011 have committed more than $3.4 million in local resources to match their federal dollars; 

their investment must increase over time which means the federal percentage will decline. 

AmeriCorps Members leverage community volunteers to help solve urgent problems. In 2010, 

Georgia AmeriCorps programs recruited 18,433 volunteers who served 42,749 hours attacking 

local problems. That’s an average of 36 community volunteers for every AmeriCorps 

member serving.

Every AmeriCorps Member who completes a service commitment earns an Education Award 

(scholarship) that can pay college expenses. The 2010-2011 Education Award potential for  

AmeriCorps members in Georgia is more than $1.8 million.

What is Service Learning?

Service learning offers a unique opportunity for America's young people to get involved with their 

communities in a tangible way by integrating service projects with classroom learning. The Georgia 

Commission for Service and Volunteerism’s Learn and Serve program is for public school students in 

kindergarten through 12th grade (K-12). Service learning engages students in the educational process by 

using what they learn in the classroom to solve real-life problems. Students not only learn about 

democracy and citizenship, they become engaged citizens who contribute to their community through 

the service they perform.

Service learning can be applied across all subjects and grade levels and can involve a single student or 

group of students, a classroom or an entire school. Students build character and become active 

participants as they work with others in their school and community to create service projects. 

Why is Service Learning Important? 

A national study of Learn and Serve America programs suggests that effective service-learning programs 

improve grades, increase attendance in school, improve behavior and develop students' personal 

and social responsibility. A growing body of research recognizes service learning as an effective 

teaching method which provides opportunities for students to apply skills and knowledge in real-life 

situations, extending learning beyond the classroom while fostering a sense of caring for others and their 

communities.
